Banbury Sub-Aqua Club Charity Dive

On Thursday 14th June 2007 Banbury Sub-Aqua Club is holding a sponsored race in dive gear to raise funds to help

equip a school in Africa.

The school itself is in a village called Ntuntu. It teaches 700 children, has 3 members of staff, 2 class rooms and 1 staff

room which is being used as a third class room. No permanent staff accommodation just for students. It is currently build-

ing another 5 classrooms as it goes into the second year of opening and needs more space. The staff travel approx 50

miles each way to school each day. The school teaches students from 5 local villages. English is a new language to them

and is a third language. They are taught their tribal language at home, Swahili in primary school and then English in sec-

ondary school. English is also the language used in business.

What would any money raised be used for?

The building and fixing of 8 cupboards each costing 100,000 Tanzanian shillings, the building of another 4 classrooms each

costing 8,000,000 shillings, the building of one staff house costing 10,000,000, 160 desks each costing 50,000 shillings

and 4 tables each costing 30,000 shillings

The conversion is £1 will buy 3,000 shillings

The race will consist of 2 teams of 10 divers, each team will have an hour to swim as many length of Spiceball pool as

possible. The rules are simple each team can only use one cylinder and this must be exchanged between divers under-

water. All 10 divers must participate.

Each sponsor can estimate the number of lengths by the winning team, the best estimate will win £25
